Amendment, Pre-Tempest 2009

1. The “Deputy Captain” of the PTKS has long been called the Vice Captain. This amendment shall replace all references to Deputy Captain with Vice Captain and bring the title back into line with common usage. (Director of Tournaments was changed along these lines last year, and Vice Captain was also supposed to be changed.) 

2. Article II Section 2. 

a. Strikes and replaces the second paragraph with: “Elections shall be conducted at the Society’s Official Diplomacy Tournament by the Captain or the Vice Captain.  No officer shall conduct an election for any office in which he is a candidate.”  

b. Deletes each instance of “the Chairman of the Membership Committee, his designee, or the Chairman of a duly appointed Elections Subcommittee” and replaces it with “the Captain or the Vice Captain”.

c. In the fourth paragraph, replaces “Committee” with “officer”, to now read “…to be determined by that officer and approved by a majority of the Executive Board.”

d. Updates the election table to reflect the current year (and outlines the elections through 2014) and changes the Election cycles to split the Members-at-Large and the Captain and Vice Captain. 

1. One of the Members-at-Large will have an abbreviated term to accommodate these changes. The term will last one year, and that Member-at-Large seat will be up for election again in 2010. 

2. The Captain’s election cycle will be changed to separate the Captain and Vice Captain’s terms. Since the Captain was just elected in 2008 to a two-year term, rather than extend the term for an additional year, the Captain will resign and the position will be up for election again in 2009 to accommodate this change. The term of the Captain will begin immediately after the conclusion of the Executive Board election.
3. Article III, Section 1. Strikes “Additionally, the Treasurer shall also act as Chairman of the Finance Committee.” from (d) and “and shall also chair the Tournament Committee” from (e)

4. Article III, Section 3. Returns the history to the Charter. A typo removed the founding history of the Charter. The following will be re-added to the Charter: 
“Section 3.
Founders of the Society and the Inaugural Executive Board
The initial members of the Executive Board shall be appointed by the Society Founders, Rob Cochran and Steve Mauris.  These inaugural officers shall consist of the following:

The Captain of the Society, Vice Captain of the Society, Chief of Public Affairs, and Director of Tournaments will serve an initial twenty-six (26) month term, ending on 31 December 2002.  The Treasurer of the Society and the two Members-at-Large will serve fourteen (14) month terms, ending on 31 December 2001.  Henceforth, the offices will be filled as described in Article III, Section 2.”

5. Article VI. Standing Committees. Strikes the current Article VI and replaces it with: 

“Article VI. Bylaws
The day-to-day operations of the Society and the Executive Board shall be governed by the By-Laws of the Society, which are subordinate to the Charter and shall at all times operate in full conformity to this document. The By-Laws of the Society may be changed by a majority of the full Executive Board.”
6. Article VII. Amendments. In the first paragraph, strikes “as listed by the Chairman of the Membership Committee,” replace the fourth paragraph with: “In the event that the Society’s Official Diplomacy Tournament is not or will not be held in a given calendar year or the consideration of the amendment is in the immediate interest of the Society, the Executive Board, with five (5) members agreeing, may direct the Full Membership to consider the amendment.  In this case, the text of the amendment will be posted on the Society’s website and sent to the Society’s listserv by the Captain.  Full Members of the Society must then submit their votes by e-mail, fax, or snail mail to the Captain.  For the purposes of this vote, a quorum shall consist of a majority of Full Members.  If a quorum of Full Members do not vote, the amendment fails.”
